All externally-funded grait proposals shall be submitted by the president to the District
Board of Trustees which shall determine whether the proposed externally-funded
activities are consistent with the College statements of purpose and statutory mission and
involve an apprepriate balance of instructional and non-instructional activities. The
Board shall have the authority to approve or disapprove the submission of all grant
proposals ter external funding.

Acceptance of Externally-Funded Grants

All funds awarded to the College by external funding agencies in response to proposals
submitted by the College shall be submitted in the form of a budget amendment by the
president to the District Board of Trustees. The Board shall have the authority to accept
or reject any offer of funding that it deems to be inconsistent with the College's
statements of purpose and statutory mission or that involves an inappropriate balance of
instructional and non-instructional activities.

Termination of Externally-Funded Programs
