Paralegal Studies Capstone Portfolio Assignment

Paralegal Studies students in PLA 2192 Legal Research & Theory III: Capstone produce a portfolio of their practical skill application assignments completed throughout the program.  The portfolio assignment was originally conceived as a means to showcase a student’s work when he or she goes on a job interview.  The portfolio is also the appropriate vehicle to assess program outcomes.

Students are required to include, at a minimum, practical skill application assignments from at least four paralegal subject areas, one of which represents one of the specialization courses.  In addition, the portfolio includes an assignment reflecting group work, a detailed table of contents, paralegal-related certificates awarded, and the student’s resume.  Each student selects assignments from his or her paralegal courses to include.
The assignments in the portfolio will have already been graded in the respective courses in which the work is completed, including assignments completed in the Capstone course.  Students can choose to revise their work.

The portfolio is graded based upon inclusion of all required component coursework and organization.  The program provides students with a binder and tabs.
