Call to Order/Welcome: 

               
-Dr. Kathleen Plinske called the meeting to order.
-Osceola has a growth of over 15% with an enrollment of over 11,000 students for the Fall term. One of every four Valencia students takes a class at the Osceola Campus. The Osceola Campus will continue to look for creative ways to increase our capacity to meet student demand but without sacrificing quality.
-Building 4, Osceola Campus will be 150,000 square feet, which includes a 30,000 square foot $7 million inclusion for UCF, with twelve classrooms and an office suite for UCF. Building 4 will be the signature building for the Osceola Campus and the largest in square footage of any building on a Valencia campus. With 150,000 square feet, Building 4 will potentially be planned as a four story building, which will help shape the courtyard to the Clock Tower.  In addition, Building 4 will include a combined Testing Center (100 seats) that will serve both Valencia and UCF students; a café area; and a Comprehensive Academic Support Area along with a new Library.  The projected date for completion of Building 4 is Fall 2012.
-Building 1 at the Osceola Campus Lake Nona Site has been planned with a projected completion date of Fall 2012. Until accreditation requests and approvals have been received, the number of classes offered at the Lake Nona Site will be limited. However, the accreditation process and approval from SACS (Southern Association of Colleges and Schools ), which will allow for expanded class offerings at Lake Nona (Fall 2011/2012) is currently underway.
