Sensible Sentences: Students will learn the various patterns for creating compound sentences. This workshop is designed to improve writing at the basic sentence level. As part of wrap-up, students will be encouraged to make appointments with the Writing Center and attend other writing workshops.  
My Power, My Speech: This workshop is designed to demonstrate recognizing and practicing professional and academic speech presentation skills. Also, instructor will utilize video clips to identify “bad” practices and spark conversation regarding helpful strategies for speeches.
Patterns in Florida: This workshop provides an experiential learning opportunity combining the patterns of organization with the history of Valencia’s sustainability committee’s work in and around Lake Pamela. An instructor will take students on a guided walking tour. Students will learn various patterns, such as process, compare and contrast, and spatial. In addition, they will read excerpts from historical texts sharing information on Lake Pamela and recent environmental initiatives by the IDEAS Club and Sierra Club, including a bat house and butterfly garden. 
PowerPoint Basics: Students will receive an introduction to basic PowerPoint, including format, design, how to insert photos, text, transitions, etc. Instructor will be able to provide more advanced support after the workshop regarding individual student projects. 
Technology at Valencia: This workshop will provide an overview of technology specifically utilized at Valencia College. Students will explore Blackboard, Atlas, e-mail, and important web sites, such as faculty frontdoor sites, library’s databases and MLA/APA resources, libguides, etc. The goal is to make sure students know the basics for successful course navigation and explore some of the advanced options. 
The Write Steps: Students will be able to analyze a prompt, generate ideas, and organize their writing based on the purpose. Instructor will discuss the steps of the writing process and provide practice opportunities for the students.  
Build a Better Essay: This workshop will explore the essay development process in two stages: writing and revision.  In the writing stage, students will learn how to plan an essay, develop effective thesis statements, and write with the audience in mind.  In the revision stage, students will learn strategies to help them edit their drafts for clarity, cohesion, and coherence. By exploring these two stages, students will gain an understanding of the writing process that will help them build better essays.

Let’s Talk—Workshop-on-Demand: This workshop will provide tips and suggestions about effective verbal strategies—pronunciation and speech articulation skills—for students who want to be better understood by classmates, faculty, staff, and others for academic and social communicative purposes. 
Reading Exploration—Workshop-on-Demand (Various Titles): Regardless of book title, students will gain insight through guided discussions in a reading circle with a lab instructor.  The instructor will focus on characters, setting, plot development, themes, historical reference, and vocabulary in context. Each meeting will vary based on participant’s needs using reading strategies to support comprehension and increase engagement with the text.
